


The Institute was established in February
1980 under Part XIVA of the Family Law
Act 1975. As described in S.114B(2) of
Part XIVA of the Act, the functions of
the Institute are:

(a) to promote, by the conduct, encour-
agement and coordination of research
and other appropriate means, the
identification of, and development 
of understanding of, the factors
affecting family and marital stability in
Australia, with the object of promoting
the protection of the family as the
natural and fundamental group unit
in society; and

(b)to advise and assist the Minister in
relation to the making of grants, and
with the approval of the Minister to
make grants out of moneys available
under appropriations made by the
Parliament for purposes related to
the functions of the Institute and the
supervising of the employment of
grants so made.

Carrying out these broad functions
involves the Institute in the following
areas of activity:

Research: To study and evaluate matters
which affect the social and economic
wellbeing of all Australian families.

Information: To inform Government
and other bodies concerned with family
wellbeing and the public about issues
relating to Institute findings.

Promotion: To promote the development
of improved methods of family support,
including measures which prevent family
disruption and promote marital and
family stability.

Dissemination: To publish and otherwise
disseminate the findings of Institute and
other family research.

More specifically, the following functions
are performed:

¥ monitoring of demographic and social
changes in Australian families and
identification of implications of such
changes for social policy;

¥ conduct of research on the operation
and effects of the Family Law Act and
other legislation affecting the rights
and obligations of family members;

¥ conduct of research on factors influenc-
ing how families function with the object
of understanding the consequences 
of social policy changes and recom-
mending relevant means of promoting
family wellbeing and stability;

¥ conduct of research, consultations and
reporting on the effect of Federal and
State legislation and proposed changes
in legislation and programs on the
ways families function;

¥ dissemination of information and
research results via media, information
publications, public seminars and other
means, with the object of improving
public understanding of factors 
affecting marital and family wellbeing;

¥ encouragement of broader research
on Australian families; and

¥ to act as a national centre of informa-
tion about Australian families.

Operation of the Institute
From its establishment in 1980 until 
June 1989, the Institute operated within
the Attorney-GeneralÕs portfolio. In June
1989, the Institute was transferred to 
the portfolio of the Minister for Social 
Security. Following the Federal Election
of March 1993, the Institute was moved to
the Health, Housing, Local Government
and Community Services portfolio, with
transfer arrangements formally effected
from 1 July 1993. In March 1994 the
portfolio was restructured and the 
Institute relocated to the Department 
of Human Services and Health. After the

Federal Election of March 1996, the
Department was renamed Health and
Family Services. The Institute remained
with the Department, reporting to the
Minister for Family Services, the Hon.
Warwick Smith. Since the election of
October 1998 the Institute has relocated
to the new portfolio Department of Family
and Community Services reporting to
the Minister for Family and Community
Services, the Hon. Jocelyn Newman.
Part XIVA of the Family Law Act 1975, as
amended by the Family Law Reform Act
1995, provides for the structure of the
Institute to consist of a Director and a
Board of Management appointed by 
the Governor-General, staff members
employed by the Director on behalf of
the Commonwealth, and other persons
engaged in the same manner to assist as
consultants or otherwise. The Director
and other Board members hold office 
for a period not exceeding seven years, as
is specified in the instrument of appoint-
ment, and are eligible for reappointment.
Staff numbers for 1998—99 were 45 people
including the Director. In addition, the
Institute hires fixed-term and casual staff,
and consultants for specific research pro-
jects or functional tasks as they are needed.
The general direction of the Institute is
entrusted to the Board of Management
which comprises the Director and four

or more other members. Subject to the
BoardÕs general direction, the Director is
responsible for the management of the
affairs of the Institute.

The Board is responsible for setting broad
guidelines for the operation of the Insti-
tute. Its role is to ensure that the Director
has established appropriate plans, policies
and procedures for the efficient and
effective management of the Institute.

The Minister may request the Board to
arrange for the Institute to engage in a
particular activity and, after consultation
with the Board, specify the priority to be
given to the activity. Any requests made
by the Minister are to be specified in the
InstituteÕs Annual Report along with the
priority accorded them and progress
made in giving effect to them.

The Institute conducts research for other
bodies on a contract basis. Contract
research projects undertaken during
1998—99 are described in the section
ÔFinancial StatementsÕ.

The
principal output of the Institute as devel-
oped in the Portfolio Budget Statements
is: ÔInformation and Advice on factors
influencing how families functionÕ.

The Institute has provided a summary 
of research project performance as listed
in the Research Section of this report.
This summary is consistent with the 
performance indicators developed for
research work of completing core and
contract research projects within planned
timelines. In most cases these targets
have been achieved. 

One of the InstituteÕs other key perfor-
mance indicators — to provide publications
and other written material as required —
has been achieved during the year. There
are a number of sources in the report that
provide information on publications 
produced, articles written, and electronic
database information disseminated. These
sources are mainly within the Information,
Dissemination and Marketing Program
and cover Publishing, Family Information
Centre and Information Development.
For example, the Institute has produced
three issues of Family Matters during
1998—1999 to meet one of its key perfor-
mance indicators in this area. In the
Marketing and Communications section
information is provided on the number of
media requests during the year — another
performance indicator for the Institute.
